Renton. The event is designed to provide children with disabilities the opportunity to enjoy a
quality outdoor recreational experience through the sport of fishing.

This year they plan to host 60 children, including participants from the Renton and Auburn
Parks Special Populations Program, along with children from the Ronald McDonald House,
Children’s Therapy Center and the Starlight Children’s Foundation.

The children and their parents arrive at 8:30 a.m. The children are then given C.A.S.T. t-shirts
and hats, rods and reels, tackle boxes filled with tackle to keep as their own for future use.
They are then paired along with their parent, with an experienced fisherman and head out on
the water for 3 hours for fishing. When done they come back in for a BBQ lunch. After lunch
the child is presented a certificate and awarded a plaque that has a photo of them and their
boat Captain.

Amendment # 4 — To Adopt a Trustee Governance Syste  m in the PNW District

The purpose is to restructure Governance to reduce the size of the Board of Trustees,
provide improved leadership training, provide a more strategically engaged board and
improve governance. The Board of Trustees will be reduced from 51 to 16. Implementing
the proposal allows the Lt Governors to focus on work within divisions without the District
administrative distractions. Three year terms for Regional Trustees will improve
governance continuity and strategic success planning in areas needing more focus.
